Those who 

don’t support the ruling party can be 

branded as troublemakers, disturbers 

of the peace, or even terrorists and are 

subject to discrimination, monitoring, 

and imprisonment.

It’s impossible for Christians to live 

freely in North Korea’s totalitarian 

regime. If discovered, believers are 

deported to labour camps as political 

criminals, or killed on the spot.  

Meeting for worship is almost 

impossible and must be done in 

complete secrecy. The immense risk 

means that sometimes a Christian 

might not even tell their own family 

of their faith out of fear of being 

turned over to the authorities. 

 “Our missions are often dangerous. 

We managed to get some believers 

out of a very difficult situation. 

This was only possible through 

God’s guidance and the prayers 

of many supporters around the 

world. It is only through God’s 

special providence, grace, and 

blessings that our underground 

church network still exists.”

The dangers of being a Christian in 

Somalia are extreme. Most believers, 

if not all, are converts from Muslim 

backgrounds, making them a high-value 

target for al-Shabaab, an extremist 

group that has repeatedly expressed  

its desire to eradicate Christians from 

the country. If discovered, believers 

could be killed on the spot.  

 “While I was with some other 

believers in my house, these 

radicals attacked us. They left me 

for dead. My left arm was hurt so 

badly, it needed to be amputated. 

They chased away the other 

Christians and then started to 

beat me. I don’t need to be a 

secret Christian anymore, since 

everybody now knows about my 

faith. And I have already sacrificed 

my arm for Christ. Now, I feel free 

to evangelise. I openly walk to 

places where idlers sit around,  

and I tell them about the 

happiness I found in Christ.”

PERSECUTION IN THE MIDDLE EAST

extremist violence for over a decade. 

Many have lost their homes, jobs, 

and loved ones to persecution and 

conflict. Now, economic collapse and 

authoritarian regimes mean believers 

also face discrimination, isolation, 

attacks, and threats to their safety.

Following Jesus in Yemen continues 

to be extremely dangerous. Yemeni 

society is strongly Islamic, conservative, 

and tribal. The tribal punishment for 

denouncing Islam can be banishment or 

death. Most believers are Yemeni and 

come from Muslim backgrounds. As 

conversion from Islam is forbidden by 

Islamic and state law, Christians must 

keep their faith secret, or risk severe 

repercussions from their families, the 

authorities, or Islamic extremist groups. 

This can include divorce, loss of custody 

of children, arrest, and interrogation.   

 “From the moment I decided to 

follow Jesus, I knew I would face 

persecution. The more I received 

threats, the more I was eager 

to serve. Yemen needs brave 

servants to go out in society and 

proclaim the message of God.  

I could stay safe. I could remain 

at home and face no persecution, 

but what good is my faith if I don’t 

go out and deliver the message of 

God to others?”

PERSECUTION IN LATIN AMERICA

The persecution of Latin American 

Christians continues to grow. While 

Christians in Colombia and Mexico 

regularly face violent assault from 

drug cartels and gangs, Christians 

in Nicaragua and Cuba face hostile 

persecution from their authoritarian 

governments. Forced displacement, 

death threats, destruction of churches, 

psychological damage, surveillance, 

harassment, theft, and deprivation of 

basic rights such as access to public 

services or education are some of 

the consequences that many of these 

Christians face for believing in Jesus.

Cuba’s government is the main 

reason Christians face persecution. 

Anything deemed to compete with the 

Communist Party of Cuba is squeezed 

out, including the Christian faith. 

Church leaders or believers who speak 

out against human injustice or political 

corruption, daring to criticise the regime, 

risk interrogation, arrest, and prison. 

The country is widely believed to be in 

a massive economic and social crisis; 

Cubans are experiencing escalating 

hunger, power outages lasting up to 

20 hours, rising service costs, and a 

persistent shortage of basic needs.

 “There is much work to do and 

many challenges to accomplish, 

as we are under constant 

government siege from the 

time we send resources to the 

time we carry out our activities. 

We ask for prayer, so the 

Lord’s plans continue being 

fulfilled in our country, and God 

continues giving us strength 

so more and more people come 

to know Christ every day.”
